This discussion course will be based on a small
book with this title written by Marian Barnes of
the Bay of Islands USA.

Marian describes, honestly, clearly, and without
theological language, how she has moved from an
unthinking, unreflective Christian position to
atheism, and then, more recently, through stages
she calls "God Mark I", "God Mark II", "God
Mark IIP* — which seem to her less inadequate
and better fitted to our time than either atheism
or a conventional Christian concept of God.

This course will use Marian's book as a starting
point and outline, but our discussion of her ideas,
or our own ideas or experience, will be in the
hands of course members, with the guidance of
the facilitator.
