The Programme

This is a small study group designed to give
members the opportunity to carry out research
into a topic of their choice, roughly within the
period of 1100 to 1400, and then to present their
findings to the rest of the group. It arises from the
recent lectures on Aspects of the Medieval World in the
12th to 14th Centuries when it was dear from
comments at the end that people felt there was so
much more they would like to explore.

It is hoped, therefore, that this course will appeal
to those who attended the recent lectures. But we
also welcome those who were unable, for whatever
reason, to join that course and who would like to
pursue their interest in the medieval period.

The first session is an introductory one, with help
(if needed) in choosing a particular topic and in
methods of research and presentation. Following
this, there wall be a gap of four weeks to allow
time for research which members can then present
in turn during the last six sessions. Along the
way, time will be allowed for questions and
discussion.
