EXPLAINING TODAY'S MIDDLE EAST

Is peace in the Middle East and Caucasus possible? A course on the region is unlikely to
provide the answer, but it will, one hopes, at least provide a better understanding as to
why the Middle East and Caucasus are a source of so much division and conflict.

There are common themes affecting many of the states of the Middle East and the
Caucasus: the effects of much of the region having been unified for centuries under the
Ottoman Empire; there being one major religion, but a divided religion, Islam, through
the region; Western pressures impacting on the region over many centuries, and today
the policies of the United States and Russia being as crucial to achieving peace and
stability as are the policies of the governments of the region.

The course, a sequel to a course previously offered in 2007, both draws out some of the
common themes and discusses conflicts and issues of governance specific to different
parts of the region.

The course will be presented by members of the staff and postgraduate students of the Department
of Politics, University of Otago.
