BYRON’S DON JUAN

No wonder the U3A owl is looking scandalized. Lord George Gordon
Byron was the enfant terrible of his age, as a poet the first sell-out
literary celebrity in England.

Into his huge (16 cantos and never completed) narrative poem about the
great lover Don Juan—he himself called it 'an Epic Satire'—he packed
his own life experience, his opinions on every conceivable subject from
sex to politics, and several kinds of story. In this course we will hear a
fine professional reading of selected passages and follow up with a
Byronically relaxed discussion of the many topics this Romantic
masterpiece of a poem offers.

The most useful text is the Penguin Classics volume, but any text will do.
Start reading now! You have 10,000 lines of sheer pleasure to go.

This course will be presented by Emeritus Professor Colin Gibson.
